Administration and Use



The purpose of the library is to maintain a collection of books, leaflets, 

         photographs, recordings, etc, either donated, bequeathed or bought, for members 

         to borrow or use for reference purposes.



A Librarian, appointed by the committee, is responsible for the organisation and

              administration of the Library.



The books, etc., are to be kept in a bookcase, the property of the Society,

              situated in the ringing-room at Lichfield Cathedral.



The Library contains two types of material:                 

                            (i)   Books which can be loaned for a specific period

                           (ii)   Reference books and material which cannot be loaned,

                                   but which are available for perusal in Lichfield Cathedral

                                   ringing-room, by arrangement with the Librarian.



The period of loan is four weeks from the date of issue.  Provided that there is no

             demand for a book out on loan, this period may be extended, at the discretion of

             the Librarian.



If a member loses or damages a book, he/she is expected to replace the book, or 

       re-imburse the Society with its value.
